Lubrication

Conveyor Bearings

Conveyor bearing lubrication is required. Dorner
recommends using an H-1 food grade grease.

NOTE

Although bearings are sealed, re-greasing
is recommended to increase bearing life.
An H-1 food grade grease is recommended.
The frequency of bearing re-greasing is
dependent upon the application in which
the conveyor is being used. Frequency of
re-greasing will increase with the frequency
of conveyor washing.
