Troubleshooting

Surface cuts and wear indicate:

» Sharp or heavy parts impacting belt
» Jammed parts

 Improperly installed bottom wiper(s)
» Accumulated dirt in wiper(s)
 Foreign material inside the conveyor
 Improperly positioned accessories

* Bolt-on guiding is pinching belt

Stalling or slipping indicates:
* Excessive load on belt

« Conveyor belt or drive timing belt are not properly ten-
sioned

« Worn knurl or impacted dirt on drive pulley
* Intermittent jamming or drive train problems
Damage to V-guide indicates:

 Twisted or damaged conveyor frame

« Dirt impacted on pulleys

« Excessive or improper side loading

Cleaning

Mild soap and
water may also be used. Do not soak the belt.
